In a small shoe boutique in Hollywood, | watched another
customertry on the Anyilu "Sicy"red croc patent pump
and lusted afterit. It wasa knockout. lasked to see the
shoe in a size 38.5, pretending it would fit. Deep down |
knew that it wouldn't be right... because of The Curse of

the Narrow Width.

Having a narrow foot (a AA to be exact) makesfinding a
designer, or for that matter any type of snazzy shoe
(formalorcasual), a challenge. It can be done, but
there are a few thingsl've learned overthe yearsto make

it easer.

Hrst, forget about shoesthat come in European sizes.
They rarely come in narrow. Second, don't listen to
salespeople who tellyou a shoe may fit because it "runs
small." Third, not every narrow isreally a narrow. It
dependson the maker. Fourth, don't expect many stores
to stock a wide variety of narrow shoeseven when they
carry linesthat do make narrow shoes. So where do you

go?

I have found the best place by farfor narrow shoesis
Nordstrom. You can shop in store and you might hit it
right, but you will find a much better selection if you shop

on-line at Nordstrom.com. Just plug in your AA size and you won't be disappointed. Infact, you
might feel like a kid in a candy store. Just yesterday my search produced 410 items.

In price, I find that decent narrow shoesranged from below $100 to $450. If price isno object, there
are sandals, pumps, espadrilles, you name it from high-end designerssuch as Suart Weitzman, Cole-
Haan, Donald J. Pliner, and Bruno Magli. Formore economical choicescheck out Amalfi, Joan &
David, Vaneli, Magdesians, Linea Paolo, and Boutique Nordstrom.

One line that I discovered recently was Sofft. The shoesare pretty true to size and some are stylish
enough to be mistaken fora much more expensive shoe. | wassorry | missed the 25%discount
offered to Hello Stiletto Shoe Club members.

Shopping on-line doeshave itsdrawbacks. Forinstance, if the shoe arrivesand you don't like the way
it lookson your foot orit doesn't fit quite right, it can be inconvenient to ship it back. However, most
on-line retailersare making it easierand cheaperto return merchandise. Nordstrom makesit
particularly easy, putting a return labelright in the boxand accepting returnswith no questionsasked.

| still drool over the Anyi Lu shoe when I see it but | take solace in knowing I can go shoe shopping, in
the comfort of my own home no less, for something that actually fitsif I really try. And am lever
happythatldon't have a AAA width. Then the going getsreally tough.
